Why this meeting? 
European governments having recognized the need to make education more accessible to children with learning & functional impairments. In practice, many children are excluded and deprived of adequate education because of impairment and functional difficulties. In the realization of inclusive education, to which every country which ratified the UN 2006 Convention on the Rights of People with Disability has committed itself, there are many obstacles. The present project focuses on assessment & coaching. Classic assessment systems are often a strong obstacle against inclusive education because they are too static; too much blaming the child; too much deficiency oriented; teachers and parents don’t know what to do with them.  Assessment reports are rarely suitable for inclusive teaching. 
New forms of assessment are needed, which look at child in a different way: dynamic and interactive ways finding out a child’s potential, looking at how a child functions and learns, and could function and learn better; how it can participate (and what are possible problems making participation difficult). At the same time assessment should be oriented at a child’s school context; how a teacher/ school could function better towards accommodating and teaching all children, including the ones with difficulties. The objective of assessment should be to adequately plan and monitor a challenging educational intervention, allowing the child to be maximally included. 
In this meeting we will present some of the innovative developments regarding this dynamic functional assessment and confront them with each other and with local and European realities.
