· a kind of specific teaching method (like eg Waldorf-pedagogy...)

· education where diversity is the rule

· education for all children

· education with the sole objective of social inclusion of "all" students

· a form of integrated education

· a form of education within mainstream education and can not be found in special schools

· development-oriented education

· education whereby within-school teamwork is key

· part of a social vision whereby society should exclude no one 

· education that always requires more individual attention for children with special needs

· a set of techniques and methodologies which the classroom-teacher can use

· an additional form of education (alongside regular and special education)

· same as experience-oriented education

· education allowing different students to follow a different curriculum

· education with a maximum flexibility

· a form of education in which a school is able to adapt pupil grouping and its structures 

· education whereby all children can go to school in their neighbourhood 

· education in which participation of "all" students is more important than "learning of all students

· a form of education dealing with standards in a flexible way 

· the same as a "caring" school
